How to connect to the Adventure Works sample data for Webucator class. 

• Connection String: Driver={SQL Server Native Client 
11.0};Server=adventureworks.csw1rmup8ri6.us-east-
1.rds.amazonaws.com;Database=AdventureWorks1;Uid=admin;Pwd=webucator12
3!; 

• Server: adventureworks.csw1rmup8ri6.us-east-1.rds.amazonaws.com 
• Username: admin 
• Password: webucator123! 
• Database: AdventureWorksAccess 
• Provider: OLE DB Provider for SQL Server 

 

Steps: 

1 – Open Crystal reports and start a new blank report. 

 

2 – Click on the OLE DB (ADO) and choose Microsoft OLE DB Provider for SQL Server. Click Next.  
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3 – Type in the connection data. Click Next.  

 

4 – Review settings and Click Next.  

 



5 – Click the + to see the Tables.  

 

6 – Select a Table and then click the > to move it to the Selected Tables area. Click OK.  

 



7 – Select a field and drag it to the Details area.  

 

8 – Print Preview to test and see the results.  

 

9 – Notice the record count at the bottom of the screen. 19185 records.
